For a 

nonprofit like FACS to survive and thrive, there is a 

profound dependence on the support and networking of 

the community.  We are fortunate to have the financial 

foundation of the Warren County United Way.  We look 

to the greater community for the monetary and in kind 

contributions to make this outreach a stable, substantial 

safety net for our neighbors in need.  I would like thank 

all of our generous donors and volunteers for enabling 

FACS to complete its mission in 2011. 

 

Kroger, Walmart, Dorothy Lane Market, Mainstreet 

Market, Gordon Food Service and Donut Haus have kept 

our Food Pantry with plentiful supplies of breads and 

baked goods.  With the abundance, our families are able 

to take what they need.  In addition, Franklin Walmartôs 

participation in the Feeding America Program has 

generated thousands of pounds of meats, poultry, 

produce, dairy and bakery.  These products, which used 

to end up as landfill, now help to round out the 

nutritional needs of many who may go without. 

 

In the spring of 2011, our budget looked grim and the 

prospect of a future temporary closing was looming.  The 

Fraternal Order of Orioles came to our rescue with an 

$18,000.00 donation keeping our doors open.  

Middletown Community Foundation awarded FACS 

with a $10,000.00 grant to purchase food as the budget 

skyrocketed due to increased demand.  The Grainger 

Foundation presented FACS with a $10,000.00 grant to 

purchase a walk in freezer. 

 

In the summer of 2011, FACS closed for a short period 

to complete renovations.  Hundreds of volunteers 

donated time and sweat to prepare the facility for new 

vinyl flooring donated by Edwards Furniture.  The new 

walk in freezer was installed allowing FACS to accept 

greater quantities of frozen proteins from Shared Harvest 

Foodbank and donors.  The Pantry was given a fresh coat 

of paint by Don Bernard Painting and new work stations 

were built by volunteers using materials donated by Shur 

Form Laminates and Thomas Cabinet Shop Inc. 

 

Thank you Franklin Chamber of Commerce for hosting 

your annual Christmas Luncheon as a fundraiser for 

FACS.  We are grateful to Thunder on the River for 

raising funds for us at their annual bike event.  Thrivent 

Financial for Lutherans continues to provide matching 

funds for our needs such as the Back to School Program.  

Thank you Franklin Springboro Rotary Club for cleaning 

and sealing our parking lot.  We are grateful to Hatfield 

Plumbing for donating and installing a new water heater 

and and to Roy Fox Heating and Air for repairing our 

furnaces and air conditioners countless times at no 

charge. 

 

This space of course does not allow for all to be 

mentioned.  Just know that your church, school and 

company food drives have sustained us.  Every dollar 

donated has been carefully spent to purchase the 

resources so vitally needed.   Since word got out that we 

no longer could afford to purchase non-food items such 

as toilet paper, soap, laundry detergent and diapers, 

droves of people have continued to come in with 

armloads of these products so the families wonôt have to 

do without. 

 

One of the great blessings I receive as Director of FACS, 

is seeing these acts of kindness and generosity on a daily 

basis.  Whether it is a local resident bringing extra 

produce from her garden to share or a large company 

donation appearing in the mail, each contribution is a 

miracle that empowers this outreach.  Without all of you 

there would be no Franklin Area Community Services.

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The Franklin Pantry has served Northwest Warren County for 32 Years.

I've had the privilege of volunteering at the Franklin food pantry for the past year and a half.  Most of 

this time I have spent working in the front helping to distribute carts to the patrons.  I am often touched 

by the comments and expressions of appreciation concerning the services provided at this pantry.   

Recently an elderly lady who comes by regularly told me how much she appreciated the food, and how 

desperately she needed it.  Her comment to me was that she was "completely out of everything".  The 

night before she boiled macaroni and borrowed mayonnaise from a neighbor to mix into the 

macaroni.  That was her dinner.  She wasn't asking for extra food or even for sympathy, she was simply 

stating her situation.  I was shocked and saddened by the extreme poverty this lady was experiencing 

right here in our community.  She did get extra food that day thanks to Heidi, another one of our 

volunteers.  My hope is that she will never again allow her situation to become that desperate before 

coming to the food pantry for help. 

 I am so grateful for the opportunity to serve in such a vital organization to our community .

Most often FACS receives donations in memory of a recently deceased 

person.  This can range from someone close to the pantry where the 

donation was suggested; to someone our supporter wants to remember by 

helping others.  This card is also personalized and mailed to the surviving 

family and acknowledged to the donor.   

The gift of 

helping others is appropriate for any occasion.
